PAWS CARE is a not-for-profit volunteer animal welfare group originating in Montgomery County, Illinois, in 
the Summer of 2008. Members live in all areas of the county and come from all walks of life, but they all have 
one thing in common: compassion for companion animals. Our goal is to reduce the number of euthanized 
animals in Montgomery County through foster, adoption and spay/neuter programs. 

Through dedicated members, hundreds of dogs and cats have been saved since the group’s inception. Most have 
been transported to no-kill shelters in the Midwest and some have been adopted. 

The new Montgomery County Animal Control Facility slated to open this summer (2009) will allow us to have 
more direct contact with abandoned, abused and/or lost cats and dogs. We will be able to better assess their 
personalities in order to better fit their needs in an adoptive home. 

We will also have the ability to socialize, train and groom the animals in order to allow them a better chance at 
adoption. We plan to work with the Montgomery County Animal Control department and the Montgomery 
County Board, as we have been this past year, in order to make sure the new facility is a success. 

The facility is located off IL Rt. 185 at the corner of 9th Avenue and Buckeye Trail, just east of Graham 
Correctional Center. It houses 20 indoor/outdoor dog runs and a cat room, isolation room, office area and 
storage. Many volunteer opportunities still exist.  

Donations to PAWS Care supports the good work we have been doing by helping to pay for medical care for 
sick animals, provide food for animals in foster care, buy gas for members who transport animals to no-kill 
shelters all over Illinois and more.
